	Prerequisites: Some familiarity with XML will be helpful, but it is not required—fundamental XML terms and concepts are explained as they are introduced. Programming examples assume knowledge of the Visual Basic language and ADO; however, these examples comprise a relatively small portion of the material. The only real prerequisite for this course is some basic experience using SQL Server and Structured Query Language (SQL).
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
